Students Qbserved
Engineering Week

Science students and teachers
of the Grossmont Union High
School District have ohserved Na-
tional Engineering Week with a
series of field trips to the Cubic
Corporation, Convair. and Naval
Electronics Laboratory and at-
tendance at a banquet at the Uni-
versity of San Diego.

Twelve science students from
each school in the District from
all grade levels, freshman through
senior, selected oh the basis of
high achievement in science, vis-
ited Convair on February 25. The
tour they took included a look at
the Atlas, and they spent a good
deal of time with computers.

February 19, seven students
from Grossmont and El Capitan
with Mr. Mayrhofer and Vern Do-
nohue, El Capitan Science teacher,
heard Mort Rosebaum in charge of
development of the Atlas missile,
of Convair, speak at the banquet
of the National Engineer's Associa-
tion at the University of San Di-
ego. Mr. Rosenbaum spoke on
the subject “Success,” placing em-
phasis not only on achievement
of scientific goals but also on true
scientific values and the doing of
a good job.

Your Legislator

At Work
by

Assemblyman Jack Schrade

A topic which may considerably
prolong our current session is the
highly controversial matter of re-
peal of our state law on capital
punishment. When the matter was
included in the call for the special
session which is running concur-
rently with our budget session,
the outery which arose from all
qguarters made it very apparent
that our meeting could be long
and troublesome.

Capital punishment is an issue
which has been hefore us many
times in the past. The last effort
to abolish it
1959 sessjon. but ihe bill for the
purpose - was refused passage in
the house of origin.

The call for action on this mat.-
ter is admittedly tied into a par-
ticular case which has made the
headlines, not only in this coun-
try, but all over the world, for
many months. But whether this
case should have triggered the
re-entry of the matter into the
present session is something which
has been, and will continue to be,
vigorously discussed by members
of both our legislative houses, as
well as the general public, both
here and abroad.

From the start it was obvious
that the matter might affect our
work on the state budget for next
year. One of our leading mem-
bers in budgetary work plainly
stated that the issue should be
settled before final action is taken
on the $2.5 billion expenditure
bill.

One of the important questions
still unresolved, is whether any
decision we legislators might
make on Lhe subject at this session
would have any effect on the cele-
brated case which has created so
much excitement. Already we

have learned that some people
believe so, but according to legal
advice now available, there is not
much chance that their hopes can
be realized.

the water dispute. There are those
who strongly feel that the death
sentence should be inflicted in
the present casc. but should then
be abolished. There are others
who are equally firm in their con-
viction that capital punishment
should never be repealed. And in
between there are many varied
opinions as to what our final
course should he. Many are ques-
tioning whether it is a sufficiently
urgent matter to require action
bv a special session.

The international publicity giv-
en the particular case which
brought capital punishment be-
fore us again- illustrates only too
vividly the pressure that public
opinion can bring to bear on gov-
ernmental administrators and
legislators. The issue is no longer
the guilt and punishment of one
individual. Instead, it has grown
until it is now a major difference
between basic theories of govern:
ment and its relationship to the
people governed.

None of us in the California
Legislature can i1gnore the fact
that. quite literally, the eyes of
the world will be on us in our
deliberations on this matter of the
future of the death sentence 1n
our state. The hearings of our
committees on the proposal will
be intensively covered by press.
radio and television. So will the
floor action of either or both our
houses, if the bill is reported out
of committee.

Neither can we overlook the ob-
vious fact that the issue has be-
come a factor in federal-state re-
lationships. The oblique way in
which pressure of the national
government was brought against
our state government demon-
strates the extent to which we
must be vigilant to protect the
independence and integrity of
vour state government in this sig-
nificant matter.

Can Your Garden
Handle Citrus?

Not many years back. a garden
er who asked his nurseryman,
“Can | plant an orange trec in my
garden?” would get the answer:
“1 don’t know. How big is your
garden”” Today, thanks to the
wonderful development of dwarf
|citrus. the answer is a simple,
[**Sure you can”

And the best part is that the
answer holds true even in areas
where climate might ordinarily
discourage a would-be orchardist
who would like to harvest edible
oranges. In cool climates. mem:
bers of the California Association
of Nurserymen plant dwar{ citrus
up snugly against a south or west
wall to trap reflected heat and
compensate for any lack nature
hasn't filled.

There are still areas. we have
to admit. where all the heat you
can trap is not sufficient to ripen
a grapefruit, but then, the big
ornamental fruit are so showy on
dwar{ trees it seems a shame to
eat them anyway.

The propagation of dwarf citrus
has reached a place today where

h

your choice :s nearly unlimited.
Just about any citrus variety that
is grown on full size stock is also
available in dwarf stock. This in-
cludes several varieties of orange
and commercial lemons, not just
the more familiar dwarf Meyer .
lemon.

Crip size is admittedly smaller
on the dwarfs (you can't have
everyvthing), but the amount you
can harvest often defies the imag
nation when you consider the size
shrub it comes from You won't
keep a family in orange juice all
vear from a single tree, but yvou’ll
give them many a delicacy
munch on.

If vou have room and hanker to
plant a full size tree or (wo, by all
means go ahead. As a hackdrop
to any large garden. vou'll have a
hard time finding anvthing love-
lier than a row of orange trees
in full crop. And a single lemon
can be a near year round pro-
vider. Such trees also carry on a
California tradition that some-
limes seems threatened by the ad
vance of civilization. Who knows
when vour backvard trees may be
the only hint of a once great in-
dustry. It could happen.

AN IMPORTANT
MESSAGE TO
ALL CLUBS

Bl LA VERNE CROSBY

One of my regular assignments
is to report each week on one of
the clubs in Alpine. This week,
instead of writing on a club, 1
would like to write an article to
all of the clubs in Alpine and to
the people in this community as
well.

All of the organizations of Al
pine have done a great deal for
this community, practically all of
the groups have stood behind any
community project. At this time
I am asking all of the clubs to do
a service for this community and
this country. The Post Office De-
partment is staging a campaign
which they would like all clubs
and citizens to stand behind and
help them win. This campaign,
under the direction of Post Master
General, Arthur E. Summerfield
is to rid the use of the mails for
profit of sale of pornographic
material.

There is a serious traffic in filth
and a portray of sexual depravity
which is invading hundreds of
thousands of American homes. and
worst of all it is a traffic which
is being directed—cold-bloodedly
and deliberately—at our children.
One of of thirty-five school age
children will be solicited through
the mails this year for the sale of
obscene literature and photo-
graphs. As many as a million
children this year will received
. pornographic fiith, much of it
through the family mail box.
Some of this lewd material will
be ordered and paid for by chil-
dren. In the great majority of
cases, however, it will not be or-
dered at all, It will arrive with-
out the child's advance knoweldge
or consent. Initially it will be
sales solicitation material which,
in itself. is usually debauched and
rankly obscene. It will go to boys
and girls, some as young as eight
years old. It will go to them be-
cause their names land on some
mailing list in a racketeer's hands.

The filth merchants know quite
well that among youngsters they
can develop addicts to obscene
literature and pictures just as a
drug peddler develops his victims.

This is a letter that was written
to a post office department: *Is
there anything which can be done
about literature like the enclosed.
This is a mother’s plea to do all

in your power to stop this filth
from coming into our homes.
Thank you for anything you can
do to proteect my ten-year-old
girl.”

Congress, many years ago. made
it a criminal offense to use the
mails to distribute obscene and
indecent matter. Prosecutions and
realistic sentences followed in
practically each case, especially
when juveniles were the victims.
But it is sometimes hard for the
twisted minded person who send
vut such material to be caught.
One of the main reasons is be-
canse when parents find this lit-
crature they usually throw it
away immediately. The Post Of-
fice Department is asking you this,
DO NOT THROW THIS MATERI-
AL AWAY, TAKE IT DIRECTLY
TO YOUR POST OFFICE. If the
material is brought to the Post
Office. then 1t may be sent to the
proper authorities where it may
be traced.

Postal luspectors’ reports. one
after another. revealed an unmis-
takable pattern of the traffic in
obscenity being directed more and
more into the hands of juveniles.
Investigative reports contained
conclusive evidenve that huge
mailing lists were being compiled
for and by dealers in pornography
through the advertisement of in-
offensive and inexpensive items
such as toys or dolls which would
be ordered by children in large
number. In some instances, some
dealers first create interest among
children by having salesmen ap-
proach them in schogl areas. Ar-
rests were made by local police
in some instances. but the offend-

ers escaped because of a iack of
clearly defined local law under
which to prosecute.

All clubs and individuals are
asked to write their Congressman
regarding this problem. Phil Hall,
Post Master of Alpine, reported
to me that nothing has such an
effect as clubs, such as if Women's
Clubs, and service clubs, will just
get behind this campaign and help
to fight to get better protection
against what comes through the
mail. This fight for decency and
for the protection of moral
strength can be won
