WHAT TO DO
ABOUT COMPACTION
by Calif,Assn,of Nurserymen

There's an old saying to the
effect that youcan't grow hair
on a billiard ball. Nor, you
might add, can one grow grass
on cement, Which is just
about the state of the adobe
soils in some California gar-
dens.

We'd bet a nickel that com-
pacted soil causes more frus-
tration to would-be Luther
Burbanks thanany single fac-
tor in California. And more's
the pity when it's really so
east to remedy, A little work
will goa long, long way to-
ward increasing your pleas-
ures with gardening.

Many gardeners who would
improve their scils make the
mistake of believing that sim-
ply turning it will do the trick.
This, says the California As-
sociation of Nurserymen, is
not enough, It takes but two
or three soakings to return
such soil to its originial state
of compaction.

If, however, you add humus
to compacted soil when you
turn it, improvement is mark-
ed. The more you add, the
greater the improvement,
Nutrients that were locked in
by compaction are released,
Plants begin to thrive,

What do you add ? Well, three
soil experts could give you
you three answers and all be
right, Manure is the classic
humus builder and still one of
the best, Peat moss is fine
where an acid reaction is de-
sired, Compost is fine and
dandy, but how many of us
take time to build compost

these busy days?

The new commercial soil
conditioners are fine for keep
ing soil in shape. Add these
along with one of the humus
builders mentioned above and
you can't go wrong.

What the commercial pre-

parations do is to keep the
soil from returning to its com-—

POLIO SEASON BEGINS

April 1 marked the beginning
>f the "Polio Year"inSan
Diego County. This is the
seasonwhenthe poliomyelitis
virus begins circulating more
prolitically, It is the time
the county's poliomyelitis
cases normally beginto occur,
Usually we do not see a sub~-
stantial rise in the number of
of polio cases until June, This
means that we have a very
short period of time left in
which to build upimmunity
against the crippling effects
of this disease.

It is particularly important
for youngsters under five
years of age to begin their
series of Salk vaccine inocu-
lations atthe earliest
possible date. Last year 41,5
per cent of our paralytic polio
cases were reported in chil-
dren of this age group.

Itis also important to remem-
ber that adults are susceptible
to poliomyelitis., This month
the county's second polio
caseoccurred in a man of 49
years of age. He had notbeer
immunized. His case is para-
lytic,

latiocns now.
