So you've acquired a kitten! Whether

an elegant long hair, a lovable alley cat,
a comic Siamese, a waddling Manx, or
a rare Abyssinian, a cat is a quiet, clean
and undemanding pet.

Here are some tips from the Pet Food
Institute that may be helpful In bringing
up your kitren:

1. Kittens should remain with Mama
Cat for at least cight weeks. By that time,
they should have baby
teeth and be ready for
prepared cat food. Four
feedings a day are ne-
cessary at first. Gradn-
ally decrease trequet-
cy and increase amount
of feedings. At nine months a cat should
go on his adult dier of two meals a day.

2. Feed your cat at the samme time and
place every day. Keep a bowl of warer
available at all times.

3. Comb or brush your cat every dav.
This remnoves dry skin scales aund rhe
loose hairs he might swallow while bath-
ing himself. A rubber brush is best for
Siamese, a fine comb for short~-halrs, and
a comb and brush for long~halrs.

4, Don't pick your cat up by the scruff
of the neck! Only new-born, lightweight
kittens can take such handling.

Gardener’s Checklist

by California Assn. of Nurserymen

1. In July, watering is of paramount im-
portant in the garden. The C. A.N. says
that to be effective water must penetrate
to the depth of the roots of any particular
plant. The interval between applications
of water should be spaced to permit soil
to become somewhat dry.

2. Before taking that vacation, irrigate
and fertilize the lawns, bedding plants,
trees and shrubs.

3. Colorful double Transvaal Daisies
come in eye-catching colors-some vivid,
others pastel. They are now obtainable
from C. A. N, nurseries.

4. The soft gray color of prostrate rose-
mary takes the glare off of hot concrete.
In low maintenance areas, rock plantings,
and overhanging a wall, this versatile
rosemary has found wide use in desert and
coastal areas.

5. Plants such as moon vine and dusty
miller that reflect moonlight, or garden
lights, will add to the enjoyment of out~
door living on mild summer's evenings.

WANT A LAWN SUBSTITUTE?

Ground covers can be used effectively
for Jawn substitutes, according tothe Cal-
ifornia Association of Nurserymen. Where
soil conditions, weather or terrain is a
factor unfayorable in growing or caring
for a lawn, the choice in ground covers
offers great variety in color (both of fol-
iage and flowers), habit of growth and
climatic adaptability. Varieties include
woody deciduous as well as evergreen
plants, vines, perennials and even succul-
ents.

No wonder wild strawberry is very pop-
ular where a flar, more-or-less even
effect is desired for the ground cover.
Economically oftainable in flats, wild
strawberry will spread rapidly by runners
to make a thick, low mat of lush dark
green foliage. An occasional bright red
leaf adds interest, as do one-inch white
flowers in spring followed by small, bright
red berries. (In areas where plants don't
set fruit, there is the compensation that
birds aren't a worry!)

Dichondra thrives in heat;therefore,this
is a good time to start it from flats, fol-
lowing up with copious watering. The
C. A, N. nurseryman will gladly show you
how to divide the marted dichondra into
clumps, and tell you how far apart to
plant it for quickest coverage of total

area you wish to cover. Dichondra needs
infrequent mowing and does best in sun.
Its pebble-like, dark green leaves are like
miniature 1ily pads,

Because of the difficulty in mowing
banks or around rocks, itis often desirable
to use a ground cover of more or less un-
even growth habit. These types grow in a
"clumpy" manner and so require no
mowing---only an occasional clipping.
For such situations, ivy geraniums are
hard to beat.Besides their deep evergreen
ivy leaf, they provide bright flowers over
a long season.
