·Gardener 
IT"S YOUR LAWN-- - KEEP IT GREEN 
It is not uncommon in California to find 

gardeners who give up on their lawns 
during the summer. They concede defeat 
1:0 the long, dry spell and shrug off their 
troubles with an airy, "Oh well, my 
J.awn 's not worth the trouble anyway." 

California Association of Nurserymen 
have an answer to this attitude which 
states very simply: "Your lawn may not 
be a showpiece, but it's the only one you 
have. Unless you plan to stan a new one, 
you'd better take care of it . " 
To those who claim to have tried every­

thing , thee. A. N.·replies, " Are you sure?" 
Very few lawns are so far gone that a 
little care in the right place and a t the 
right time won't green them up. And when 
you consider that a manicured lawn is 

often the secret to garden enjoyment, it's 
well worth a try. 

The pressing need of most lawns is 
water. Take a core from any bedraggled 
lawn (if you can push· a· coring tool into 
it) and you '11 likely find the soil bone 
dry and hard as rock a few inches beneath 
the surface. This is a lawn that needs 
spiking to let food and water get down to 
do their work. Tough job, you ask? Not 
with the nod ern .. spiking" equipment. 

So much will plenty of water at the 
right place (the roots) do for a ·lawn that 
you might be lulled to complacency 
merely by correct ing the compaction. 
Don' t be fooled, however, into thinking 
that feeding is unnecessary . . Food goes 
hand in hand with water and will usually 
improve even the lawn that seems to need 
no improvement. Once a month is not too 
often for a hungry laWn . · -

Water and food are the absolute essen­
tials to a wen~groomed lawn . There are 
two other considerations , however, that 
add frosting to the cake. If weeds are 
unsightly, check with your nurseryman 
about the proper control. And secondly, 
the more you mow, the better it looks. 
Keep a close-clipped look to your carpet 
of green and you can get by with many a 
ragged edge to other parts of the garden.

which is satisfactory . . inability to adjust 
the eyes to darkened rooms . . loss of side 
vision: blurred of foggy vision . . vague 
eye discomfort . 

·Gardener's Checklist 
by the California Assn. of Nurserymen 
1. Try taming the robust oleander by 
growing .it in a tub. It will give a real 
show of color . 
2 . Keep pinching chrysanthemums to en ­
courage bushy groWth . Disbud side buds if 
you would have larger blooms on top . 
3. The long canes of blackberry that bore 
fruit this year should be cut out if you 
b.aven 't done it yet. New canes should be 
loosely wound around trellis. 
4 . Set out Bird of Paradise this month for 
exotic bloom through fall and winter. 
5 . Plant natives this month and next and 
keep them watered until winter rains 
take over. After the first year, few of 
them need an attention from the hose.
