INFORMATION CONCERNING PROPOSED IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT 
NO. 1 RIO SAN DIEGO MUNICIPAL WATER DISTRICT 

Rio S<~n Diego Municipal W<~ter District proposes to put before the people of Flinn Springs. Harbison 
Canyon, Mountain Top. Dehesa, and Alpine, the.sale and issuance of general obligation bonds in the 
principal sum of $3, 000, 000 . This bonded indebtedness will be upon the proposed Improvement District 
No. 1. shown on the map that follows. The proceeds from the sale of these bonds will be used for the 
acquisition and construction of a water works system, aslo generally shown on the map that follows. 

The works shown on the map are the initial transmission lines and works only. While many connections 
are expected to be made to these first lines, it is recognized by Rio that many people will not have 
immediate access to water . To provide for these people, it is proposed that a charge ·be made for all 
service connections made to the lines to be constructed. This charge will average $450. 00 per connection, 
which includes payment for the meter and lateral from the water main to the property line. For example. 
in the first year of operation it is estimated that the total connection fees will be $270, 000. From these 
connection fees Rio will be able to construct more lines to reach all of the people eventually. By using 
this method, no further bonds will be needed to construct a completed system. 

Although the people will be asked to authorize bonds for $3, 000, 000, only $2, 200, 000 of this amount 
will be needed for the initial transmission lines, reservoirs and pumping stations. In the event there are 
insufficient connection fees to construct added works, when and where they are necessary. the unused 
$800, 000 of unsold bonds can be sold and used along with the connection fees to construct or acquire 
more water lines and appurtenances.
