Th-e action of the Board of Directors of the Alpine 
Heights MWD" last night in recommending that the Dis­
trict be dissolved is certainly the ultra-super essence of 
man biting a dog. In these days of gov-ernment ag.encies 
raising taxes higher and higher and higher, and govern­
ment officials hanging on to their jobs for dear life, it cer­
tainly is most newsworthy when -elected officials initiate 
the proceedings and invite t:he voters to vote them out of 
office and to eliminate a taxing agency. 

Th-e Board in its Resolution directing that petitions 
be circulated· to call for a dissolution election, stated that 
in their opinion the objective~ of the District had been ac­
complished which wer-e to bring water to the Alpine area 
at the earliest possible date and at the lowest possible 
cost, and that they felt that 'the Rio San Diego MWD 
would maintain and op-erate the water facilities in an eco­
nomical, efficient manner, and that the Alpine Heights 
MWD could serve no further useful _purpose, and that tax­
ation for its continuance would only b.e an unnec-essary 
tax burden on the property owners within the Dis'trict. 

The members of the Bo;lrd deserv-e the highest praise 
from the property owners in the District, both for what 
they have accomplished in bringing water to' the District 
and for the action which they took last night.

Those of us who know how dan­
gerous that corner is are extremely 
careful, but what about those 
people who are not aware of the 
danger. Let us hope no one meets 
with an accident before it can be 
corrected.
