and experimented in new areas 
which will lead to improvements 
in the present methods of quelling 
fires. 

The five·day school ended on 
Thursday with actual fire fight­
ing. The men were divided into 
~1 fire control groups and fought 
deliberately set fires with aerial 
and ground tankers, helicoptors 
and hand equipment. The instruc· 
tions received during the proceed­
ing days were put to actual use in 
fighting these large fires. 

The fire fighting school this · 
year was a combination of two an­
nual events.' The Department of 
Agriculture's Cleveland National 
Forest training session and the 
controlled burning of the forest's 
adjacent areas. It was held speci­
fically to train novice and experi­
enced firemen, and placed special 
emphasis upon the coordination of 
the Department of Agriculture and 
other cooperating fire control 
agency programs for the Cleveland 
National Forest area.

program, policies and practices of 
the Department of Public Wel­
fare." 

"The abnormally high turnover 
in the ANC caseworkers personnel 
is a matter which no effective 
management would eontinue to 
overlook," stated the review. 

"It appears to this committee 
that a very real but virtually ne­
glected potential for achieving a 
decrease in the welfare caseload 
is available in the Department if 
it would take realistic advantage 
of the vocational rehabilitation 
program provided by the State of 
California for the purpose of 
training and guidaqce of long-term 
welfare recipients toward gainful 
employment," the report con­
tinued. 

It was stated that the casework­
ers training program as now out­
lined by the Department of Pub­
lic Welfare appears adequate and 
complete; however, it was pointed 
out that it was indicated by inter­
views with caseworkers that this 
program made comparatively small 
impression on welfare workers and 
had been ineffective.

Approximately 15,000 eggs are 
laid each day. They are auto­
matically gathered four times a 
day by elect rically operated con­
veyors to the egg room. The egg 
department is managed by Mrs. 
Ida McKelvy who has been with 
the Zimmers for about seven 
years. In the egg· room, Mrs. Me· 
Kelvy grades each egg for size and 
quality and boxes them. The next 
step is into the refrigerated room 
which is kept at the proper tem­
perature ahd humidity to insure 
completely fresh eggs for the cus· 
to mer. 

The eggs are picked up at the 
ranch four times a week for de­
livery to consumers in San Diego, 
etc., which insures the customers 
who come to the ranch for their 
eggs that none of them will be 
over 48 hours old. 

Since taking over the Adobe 
Hacienda two weeks ago, Mr. Zim­
mer has been working to get it 
back in the conditiun it was before 
when it was well known as one of 
the show places of the Alpine 
area. Last weekend four young 
men from the Air Force Base 
helped in removing fertilizer, r e­
pairing various equipment, and 
generally cleaning up the grounds. 

Ed and Scotty Zimmer are go­
ing to have the same f ine quality 
eggs, the same reasonable prices 
and the same good service as was 
available at the Adobe Hacienda 
during the 14 years they operated 
it before 1961.
