will be so· ordered unles s there is 
a heal th menace': 

D a v e  B ird·,· area su pe r v is o r , 
called the Sun, explained that he 
very much regretted the situation, 
had prepared a complete histor y  of 
the. project which he sent to th e 
Sun. The whole matter is far too 
lengthy to try to epitomize here. 
M oreover it affects only property 
owners in t h e  s an i ta tion area .  

Crux of the stymie is �hat people 
were told b y  th e commi t tee tha t 
taxes woul d  be less; instead the 
com plica·ted bond, interest, re­
payment and o peration have upped it 
to a tentative $4.15 for 1954. 'Next 
year it should be $2. plus' said 
Bird, 'but there should be at least 
20 connections and the scho ol'. 

Unt il the school board meets , 
none can know what will be done. 
Its costly septic tank, only a year 
old, was pi.ssed by health and water 
pollution heads. But the new sewer 
will cost $400 a year, plus privilege 
and connection fees. 

With surprise it was learned from 
the re port of T.M. H eggland, chief 
ackninistrative officer, to Bird, that 
by re.j ectin g the Taylor bid, ad­
vertising anew and accepting the Bank 
of America deal at S_.18%, a sa!ings 
overall of $42,000. will be realized.· 
The Tayl or interes t in 3 0  years 
woul d be $11 3,731., whe reas t he 
bank's wi 11 be $71,546. making the 
cost of the system alone, $186,546. 
On the phone Heggland told the Sun 
'yes, it costs a_ 'lo t of interest 
to borrow money; even on a car, you 
w�uld be surprised at the amount 
you fay in inter�st'. 

I none conn�ct, t he cost still 
obtains, but higher. I f  but only 
a few-- under 20-- hook on, it will 
cost extra for flushing water, so 
poor Mr. Taxpayer will have to foot 
that bill also. The payments must be 
111ade at this or the other end of the 
line Alpine has been told, so there 
appears to be no way out.
