A COMMUNITY MAUSOLEUM

FOR THE ALPINE CEMETERY
ALPINE, CALIFORNIA

The survey of the community will commence on Monday,
June 6th, We feel this is going to be a nice thing for
Alpine and urge everyone to assist in any way possible.
With the purchase price of the property by Harrell & Co.,
in the cemetery we hope to be able to put water in and
do a lot toward beautifying it. By backing this project
you can help yourself and Alpine also.
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THE MAUSOLEUM
Final arrangements have been complcted with the Alpine
cemetery board for the construction of a Com:nunity Mausoleum in
this city. The building will be as fine as money, art and science
can build. The exterior walls will be of time defying native stone;
the inner walls of hardest reinforced concrete and the interior will
be finished in stone and marble. All metal work will be of copper
and bronze. Since the first mausoleum was built in 353 B. C., which
still exists, for King Mausolus (from whence we get the word mau-
soleum) such improvement in building materials has been made, that
a double walled structure such as this is almost indestructible. It is
of such strength that after a few hundred years when present ceme-
teries are obscure and present grave markers are lost, leaning or fall-
en, this building will stand out little if any the worse for the time it
has stood, as stone becomes harder with time.

PROGRESSIVENESS

A growing demand. for he Cammunity Mausoleum is shown by
the fact that so many such structures have been and are being built.
While this particular section of the country nave a few at the present
time, in. many sections of the United States they are predominant.
In the past the excessive cost has made this type of burial out of
reach of the average man but now it is actually cheaper than the
average ground burial.

OUR DUTY TO THE LIVING

Since the beginning of time it has been man’s custom to rever-
ence his dead and it becomes a comforting thought in any age to
know that ore has done all possible and has given-his loved one the
most suitable resting place which the present time has to .offer. This
building provides a place where families may lic side by side in snow
white compartments, high and dry, above the ground where neither
water, dampness nor cold can enter. Embalming has reached such a
high state of perfection that if a body is kept dry it will retain its
present condition for centuries to come. This was true in Egyptian
burials because they buried where water and dampness was non-
existent, however water or moisture quickly nullifies all of this.

To make provisions for a final resting place, which will be se-
cure, ready, and one which cannot he molested, is not only a duty
owed to our dead but is evidence to the living of our desire for their
well being both now and for always. To put off arrangements until
the time arrives is no better business than omitting other business
transactions until the last moment. In the case of death the grief
is so great and decisions so numerous that many regrettable aix:i
unchangeable mistakes are made.

THERE IS A BETTER WAY

From time immemorial it has been customary in Europe for
families to select a final resiing place for their members in advance
of actual needs. This sensible practice has now become the custom
in America among thinking men and women.
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Death is no vespecltor ol person or persons, and sooner or laler
cvery lamily must face bercavenient, The aaverage death follows A
period of heavy expenses, often aceompanicd by loss of income. The
insurance that was intended for the care of the loved ones or the
education of the children is depleted and the family left in debt.

A final resting place :nust be selected within a limited time, re-
gardless of finances, weather, mental anguish or personal inconven-
icnce.  Frequently the choice has necessarily been left to a disinter-
esved outsider and too often have such nasty arrangements been
the cause of everlasting regrets. It is often true that these sad but
absolutely necessary arrangements arc hampered by lack of ade-
quate funds or lack of time and mental poise [or the excrcise of one’s
best judgment. We consign the morta! remains to a shallow carthly
grave over which we have scant control at present and probably
none in the future.

HOUSE NUMBER NOT FOR PO

Two phases of the new house
number plan that has just been put
into effect in Alpine, must be
¢leared and observed, say county
officials and Philip G. Hall
postmaster.

First, house numbers are not
mailing addresses, and these numbers
must not be affixed to mail boxes,
says the PM, in a letter to the Sun.
He says that ‘a number of pieces of
ma il are coming addressed to house
numbers. . . continue to use post-
office or Route 1 box numbers
that have always been used’.

T.L. Yakel, county man in charge
says ‘what we are doing is assigning
a street address and not a post-
office address. That is up to the
postmaster when the town gets big
enough to have mounted delivery
using street addresses’.

He adds that they would like ‘to
see all numbers up by June 15, the
deadline prescribed by the ordinance.
In communities where house numbers
have been inaugurated, everyone
concerned has greatly appreciated
them and found that emergency calls
for fire, police, ambulance, doctor,
also utilities and deliverymen,
prove it very advantageous’.

Your number should be up as soon
as possible, visible from the road,
in numerals at least 2% inches
tall. You may get same at Alpine
Hardware or Al Hinkle.

‘Nine out of 10 forest fires’ he
said, ‘are man-made, with dire
results,as the La Canada disaster
where floods killed 40 because fire
had denuded the mountains above
town’ .

The forest, 432 square miles, is
10% of county land area, he stated,
and residents there cause 60% of
fires. Value of this great water
factory is proved by the fact that
the county thus produces 75% of its
water, and needs are increasing.
They recently secured $37,000. for
camp sites, improvements and so on,
which are now used by all, who
spend 3 million man-days in the
forests!

‘Bach fire costs us 3 to 4 hundred
thousand dollars to suppress’ he
revealed, ‘federal cost last year
being $10 million.’ He told of
the need for more firebreaks, to
help save the forests.
