SIORY OF ALPIIIIE SCHOOL 
The progress of every community 

is guaged by its schools, churches 
and c ul tural ac ti vi ties. Up here 
in Al pine we have a qalf-million 
<hllar school, with the original 
old o ne ac r o s s  Highway 8 0 ,  r e­
flecting the growth of this 1 ovel y 
conmuni ty. 

In her Alpine His tory Bea La 
Force tells us that the first one 
was started in 1880 in the home 
of Mr. and Mrs. Edward A. Foss 
wio se children attended. Percy Foss aiid his sister Pearl, still 
live in t hat old h o us e  o ff o f  
South Grade Road·near the lane 
named in their honor. The ranch 
is called Tule �ring s. 

Two years later the pupils were 
noved to the Field pl ace right on 
South Grade Road. Soon after that 
a one- room schoolhouse was b uil t 
there, and less than a year later 
was moved to the site where Stone-
ere s t t h e . h o m e o f F o r r e s t 
fbhanshel t now stands, and which 
last summer escaped the brush fire. 

In this little b uilding one of 
Alp ine' s ear ly teac her s,  Mr s. 
Eleano r Finley, taught sevei:al 
years. Her om words best describe 
the school and its teacher. Here 
is an excerpt from a Jong poem in 
her own hand, found in the old 
school register. It is assumed to 
be o riginal, d�ted Mar c h  1885. 

First she described the beauty of 
Alp i n e  s c e ne r y,·pr ais i n g  its  
\Cnderful climate, then goes on  to 
tell of her walk f r om home to 
scho o l  : 
Til 1 I come t o  my 1 it tle shed 
schoo 1 house, 
Where the children are waiting for 
me 
By the spring, or the oaks, or the 
great rock, 
Or beneath the old sycamore tree. 
And my sc hool, oh my ,school is a 
treasure. 
Through my love I hold sway over all 
tt:>t a rule do I have that• s un­
pleasant , 
And I call it my "Libert Hall',
