sion, to see if they might take
over the buildings ‘and grounds
to be run as a county park.

‘We were not up here to sell
anything to anybody’, Gardner
told the Sun, ‘we were invited
to explore.the possibilities and
answer questions, which we did’.
He said the matter must go to

the supervisors anyhow. He was
highly comﬁlimentar of the
people who had worked so- hard

Two ways are open to operation:

local improvement only.

Gardner pointed to the South
Bay park where eight acres were
given several gears ago.
