ment of Architecture. This means
that Alpine will soon be on a full-

"time, all-day session without a bond

issue’, said Everett. !

John R. Reynolds, clerk, and Carl
J. Schweiss, president of the board
agreed that the district should
construct six new stucco bungalows
by adding cash from the general fund
of the district to the total cost.

‘I'm going to try and rush con-
struction on this matter’, said
Everett, ‘and I understand that they
have been built in three weeks.
However, everything must be checked
with county, state and federal
officials and I expect that it will
be about 45 days before the board can
issue a call for bids’.

In explaining the grant, Everett
said that ‘Public Law 815 provides
an outright gift to impacted dis-
tricts.
