Dr. J.B. Askew, county health
director, reveals that heart
and circulatory diseases top
the death list for the area.
O0f a total of 6605 deaths,
3382 were from this cause, the
heart alone being charged with
2373 deaths. Cancer followed
with 1059, accidents, 450 in-
cluding 213 traffic deaths, and
suicides 123. TB dropped to
38 but polio had only four.

Note- The exgerts today charfe
animal fats, hydrogenated oils
heat-treated), and other things
ncluding tobacco and alcohol,
with causing heart attacks.
