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In the current San Quentin 
News, wi th which the Sun ex­
changes, there is an editorial 
that bears out the line under 
its page one heading: 'Dedicat­
ed to progress through Educa­
ti on', 

Some years ago I spent a most 
interesting day there as the 
guest of Warden Clinton DJffy. 
At the end of. the visit he 
su�ed up his work: 'A young 
m an gets in here, finds out 
he has m ade a mistake. Then 
we teach him a tr ade so he 
goes b ack out and becomes a 
good citizen'. 

Here is the editori al which 
shows h ow it' works, a fine 
co m m entary on our prison 
sy ste m  to d ay: 

Lee Stepp was paroled from San Quentin in 1962. 
He returned early this month, but the situation was 
changed somewhat. He r e  t u r n e d as a guest of the 
Plumbing Trade Advisory Committee, an example of an 
ex-convict who has made a successful re-adjustment to 
society. 

While in San Quentin, Stepp was assigned to the 
vocational plumbing shop where he applied himself 
diligently and learned his trade thoroughly. Now he 
makes better than two hundred dollars per week. He 
owns a homP. and a car; he's married and has taken his 
place as a nspectecl member of the community. 

When asked what the s e c r e t to his success was, 
Stepp pondered a moment and then replied, "Honesty." 
He told how he reported to the union office immediate­
ly after being released and how he'd told the u n i o n  
officials the entire truth ... that he'd served five years 
at San Quentin and that he'd just been paroled. The 
union sent to the prison for his credits and then allowed 
him to take an entrance test, which he passed. 

"I work every day," he said. "And I never miss a 
parole report. I think about San Quentin a lot. It's a re­
minder to .me." 

·. �tepp had a few words of advice for the men of San 
Quentin. "Learn a trade and learn it well," he said. "A 
.high _school education is very important too. It means 
a lot.�
