There are two types of f u n c tional 
constipation- , atonic 1 or spastic. !fit is 
atonic, the bowel h a s  lost to a large 
degree its tone and power of contraction 
ana i s  v e ry sluggish. People with 
sedentary habits, leading an indoor life 
with little exercise are more likely to 
have this condition. Spastic constipation 
occurs in people with a highly nervous 
temperament a n d w h o  are u s u a l l y  
underweight. 

Constipation may for a long time 
impair the health very little; sooner or 
later, however, it causes absenc e of 
appetite, coating of the tongue and 
mental depression. 

Headache, dizziness, anemia and 
a c n e  a r e  frequent symp t o m s  and 
arthritic pains may follow. Th e r e  is 
usually indigestion, a sense of fullness, 
g a s a n d distention of the abdomen. 
When persistent, th  e a c c  u m 11 l a  tion 
leads to colitis, ulceration of the colon 
or formation o f  h e m 6 r r hoid s and 
fissures.
