The 
son got the idea after watching a TV 
program and sold his parents on having 
them right in their own back yard. The 
animals a r e  qu i t e  expensive to get 
registered chinchillas with pedigrees 
and Mrs. Wooldrid�e said " we might as 
well get the best. ' They h a v e  32 
animals, 24 females and 8 males with 
an investment of over $ 8, 000. 

The tiny creatures are natives of the 
Andes, live underground, but can suc­
cessfully be grown anywhere if con -
ditions are right. They must have an 
even temperature of 68 or 70, are 
clean, have no fleas, ticks or odor and 
are affectionate . Their only problem is 
a tendency to respiratory trouble if 
they g e t  cold but in the Wooldridge 
compound radiant heat plus air con­
ditioning keeps an even temperature 
the year around. 

It takes a year before a Chinchilla 
is full grown and they have two litters 
of 2 a year and are members o f  the 
racoon family.
