River. The place was opened in 1876 
and the cell blocks and dungeon were 
carved out of decomposed granite and 
rock. Several men were chained into 
each cubbyhole. They must have suf­
fered a s  t h e  Yuma s u m m e r  sun 
could almost cook them. We saw the 
ball and chains that were used on their 
legs that are in the museum. Over­
looking the grounds is the cemetery. 
We didn't  go down but saw the mounds 
of r o c k s  w h e r e  the prisoners were 
buried. Escape was impossible so they 
probably looked upon death as a relief.

Y e t  , m a n y  o f  us c�msume a 
variety daily because the agricultural 
products we buy have been so heavily 
sprayed with insecticides. 

Today, t h e r e  a re  m a ny more 
)esticide poisons on the market and 
these remain on the food after spray ­
ing. Therefore, the necessity of wash -
ing all such products very c a r e f u lly 
cannot be overemphasized. 

One of the most effective methods 
is to wash all fruits and vegetables first 
in sal soda then with running water , 
then in vin'egar, and again in running 
water. 

This method helps a great deal f?r 
produce but preservatives are used m 
all frozen and packaged goods, so it is 
almost impossible toaay to get a meal 
�thout some kind of poison in it. Un -
less you grow your own .
