DON'T IN FOOD PREPARATION

Last week we talked "about Do's in
food preparation. Here are some of the
Dont's. Don't use artificial drinks,
artificial gravy, hightyseasoned food,
excess spices, fat soups, fried foods.

Refined cereals - this includes all
packaged cerealsthat are blown, pop-
ped from guns, sugared. Re
fined macaroni, noodles and pastries.
Breads made with calcium propionate,
cakes, pies, cookies and crackers
made with bleached flour, Pork, fat
lamb, potato chips, pretzels, puddings
sugars, tobacco, alcohol, heated nuts
and candy.

Avoid wilted, wrinkled, pale or
bruised vegetables or fruits, pickled
foods with salt, dried fruits tre ated
with chemicals, try to get the sun
dried fruits.

One last word on Do's - Use all the
green - leafy vegetables that can be
combined in a salad. The green
chlorophyll has been called "the blood
of the plant.”
