In answer to Robert Evers letter in 

the Alpine Sun dated April 7th. 
• 1 think Mr. Evers is very badly in­

formed. To begin with. the Alpine 
Fire Commissioners did not tum down 
the ambulance but are still investigat· 
ing with the County Council's office as 
to whether such a project can be spon­
sored by the Fire Commissioners with 
tax money. Yes. I said Money. Mr. 
Evers would have you believe that this 
is a free ambulance. The only thing 
free is the vehicle not equip�. An 
estimate of equipping it is approximate­
ly-$1200. The next item of expense is 
insurance and State requirements. An 
estimate of insurance was given by the 
EC Ambulance Service. Tlieir three 
cost from $300 to $500 per month and 
dividing this by three to get the cost 
for one would amount to $100 to $165 
per month or between $1200 and $1980. 
per year. This same ambulance j,tould 
have to be madded 24 hours per day 
which means at least two men. and 
unless you can find two willing to work 
12 hours per day free it would cost at 
least another $200 per week or $100 400 
per year. Now let•s do a little common 
arithmetic and just take the low figures 
for one year. The. operating cost would 
be $11. 600 not counting the $1200 to 
outfit the vehicle. A fust aid instructor 
is the only free thing and any group 

can get that from the Red Cross. 
In closing I urge all Alpiners to take 

a good look into this free horse and 
remember that anything worthwhile in 
this world is not free.
