IS SALT KILLING MANKIND? 
Startling as it may sound, man is 

the only ariimal that deliberately com­
mits slow suicide by self poisoning. 

The avezage person suffers constant­
ly from chronic auto intoxication. He 
doses himself with sundry posf.ons which 
aggregate, per capita, a dose of more 
tlian 50 grains every 24 hoUIS. Health­
minded people are well aware of the 
toxic foods that contribute to this ap­
palling picture and wisely shun them. 
Yet poisons do slip through and subtlety 
become part cl our daily regimen. 

You wouldn't tolerate a <lecanter of 
whisky on your dinner table nor would 
you · contenance a humidor of mari­
juana, ye� what about that innocent 
appearing salt shaker? Ridiculous you 
say, to even make such a wild compar­
ison and away you shake with a prod­
igal wave upon everything from soup 
to nuts. 

Perhaps no common substance has 
been more ·grossly represented, fought 
over, eulogized 1n history books than 
salt. An inorganlc mineral, chloride 
of sodium, it ls actually in the same 
deleterious category as liquor, tobacco 
and othez poisons. 

- This chloride stands lo a paradoxi­
cal light because it ls the orily: mineral 
element that man adds to h1s food 
while there ls no actual need for it in 
the biologic dietary. 

The preva111ng fallacy that salt is 
harmless is a grave error. Taken into 
the body, it has an irritation effect 
and is expelled unchanged by the 
liver, kidneys, skin anil other depurat­
ing organs, thus imposing a synthetic 
strain upon them. It is an antiseptic, 
therefore destructive to the tissues. 
used 1n appreciable quantities, salt 
seriously impairs the normal digestive 
processes. The excessive use cf salt 
ls particular! y harmful in cases of 
pleurisy, fevers, and Bright's disease. 

· 1t has also proven to be a deflnlte 
cause in hardening of the arteries and 
subsequent high blood pressure. 

With these proven facts at hand it 
might be smart if you think twice the 
next time you unconsciously reach for 
that innocent appearing salt shaker.
