Avoid
absolutely: sugar, candy and other
sweets, sweet puddings, custards
and ice cream, coffee, strong brewed
tea and beverages containing caffeine,
Potatoes, white rice, spaghetti, mac-
aroni or noodles. Wines, cocktails and
beer.
