MORE ANSWERS ON SOCIAL SECURITY 
Last issue the Sun ran some queries 

and answers on this important opic, so 
here are a few more, of interest to all 
concerned: 

Q. I am a widow of 50. Three years 
ago I filed for disability benefits and 
was denied as I hadn't worked long 
enough. Can I qualify now under the 
new faw? 

A. The new law provides that a wi­
dow may be eligible for monthly bene­
fits at age 50 if she is "severely dis­
abled" and her husband was insured 
under Social Security. 

Q. I have itemized, receipted doctor 
bills for services under Medicare for 
September, 1966. I have not yet filed 
a claim for reimbursement. Is it too 
late to file? 

A. No, but claims for medical in­
surance for services furnished in July, 
August, or September, 1966, must be 
filed by March 31, 1968. Claims for 
services between October 1, 1966 through 
December 30, 1967 must be filed by 
December 31, 1968. Under the new law 
all you need is an itemized bill, whether 
it is paid or not, to submit with your 
claim.

W ATCH THAT BLOOD PRESSURE 
By popular supposition it is generally understood that normal blood pressure of 

an individual should be 100 plus his age. 
Among physicians, however� it is 

generally considered that normal is 100 
plus one's age up to the age of 20 , and 
thereafter being raised one point for every two years. In other words, past 
20 the blood pressure is 120 plus one­
half the age in years thereafter. At the age of 60, therefore, the blood pressure 
would be 120 plus one-half of 40 years 
or 140 . This has from many years of 
observation proven to be the so-called normal rule of a vast number of average people. The fallacy of this criterion, 
however, lies in the fact that the aver­age, so-called " normal" people, are 
actually sick speciments. The " normal" 
rise in blood pressure with age is really 
abnormal ! 

In perfect health we have a different 
picture. This is the contention of nat­
ural therapy: In a body that is built in accord with natural principles, we find the blood pressure to be uniform, once maturity has been reached throughout 
adult life. That figure approximately 
means 120. In perfect health the arteries 
at 80 are as pliable as the arteries at 20. 
Why should there be any increase in pressure? It is the hardening of the 
arteries and other tissues caused by calcarous deposits, which brings about rigidity and maintenance of high pres­
sure. This is a disease process 6y itself. 
It is not " perfect, normal. " One of the biggest cause is over-eat­
ing. In addition, there is the use of 
pressure raising" substances. One of these is nicotine as found in tobacco 
and another caffeine, in tea and coffee. 
High blood pressure has become one of 
the most prevalent symptoms and find­ings in the average American. 

Foods have proved more valuable 
than drugs in curing human ills. Learn 
to eat more raw food.
