Alpine Fire Protection District is get-
ting out its annual notice and burning
regulations to residents of the district,
the commission reports, Junior firemen
are folding, stapling and mailing them,
There are now 9 juniors on the roster
and they are being trained under super-
vision of the regular volunteers,

One important point in the notice is
that the district "is authorized to clear
or order cleared any land having flam-
mable material which endangers the
public safety by creating a fire hazard,
or nuisance",

Of course property-owners would re-
ceive notice, allowing them to object
within 30 days. The board may have
it done and assess actual costs to the
landowner.

Another important matter: be sure

ou are in the district, which your tax
Zill will reveal. This governs %Iire in-
surance rates, also. And it lets you know
you are entitled to protection in case
of fire.

Burning regulations will not be re-
peated here as each householder in this
district will receive one, but the com-
mission advises careful perusal of the
notice and regulations-- for your own
benefit.
