PARKING AT MARSHALL RESOLVED

The downtown hullabaloo over those
red "No parking at any time signs”, on
Hwy 80 east and west of S. Marshall
Road, has been remedied. Supervisors
compromised by accepting a new no-
parking plan illustrated by County
Engineer David Speer,

Instead of the signed 115" east on 80
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from Marshall, they agreed to 60" with
no restrictions to the west, One im-
provement will be a no-passing barrier
striping on 80 with painted shoulder
markings to suggest parking off the
line of travel.

To provide maximum sight when
entering 80, a stop-bar-limit line will
be used to halt Marshall Road drivers
at the most advantageous point to allow
maximum sight.

Glucose is the quickets of all
sugars to diffuse through the intestinal
wall, It is the quickest to pass through
the tissues and arrive at the muscle
cell where it is converted into energy.
Yet, this diffusibility is the prime rea-
son it is the least desirable sugar.

The
small amount of time you'll spend learn-
ing food contents will be more than
compensated in your family's good
health.
