Martin Luther King has gone from 
the earth ! s scene felled by an assassin 's 
bullet, I feel a deep sense of personal 
loss although I was never privileged to 
meet this great man. 

Dr. King has taken his rightful place 
at the side of all the other saints a n d  
martyrs, men like Peter and John in 
the time of Christ, and Mathatma 
Gandhi in this century. 

I have always believed that history 
repeats itself; his life and death were 
pre- determined, the name Martin 
Luther itself held ominous portent, and 
indeed he was a king, even more to his 
o w n  r a c e .  To me he was a modern 
Moses endeavoring to lead his people 
out of a land of bondage; he epitomized 
the lines of t he song " LET THERE BE
