TOMATO BUYER MADE TO PAY HIGH.

—~- Sen. Barry Goldwater, R-Ariz., who
might have made a very fine President,
is trying to get President Nixon and the
Agriculture Dept., to rescind an arbitray
order banning small, vine-ripened to-
matoes from Mexico.

He claims the department was used
by Florida growers to play a cruel trick
on Mexican growers with their most peri-
shable product and forcing US consumers
to eat large and highly priced tomatoes.

American housewives, he pointed
out, might be interested to know that
what they commonly pay 34¢ a pound
for, are being fed to cattle, over the
border. He charged that the ban was
imposed by former Ag Secretarg, Orville
L. Freeman, at the apparent whim of
Florida growers.

Strange that America, which boasts
how it aids many small and poor nations,
should stop about 50% of Mexico's winter
crop from coming in, much. to the cha-
grin of officials, which is causing no
