Edwards sorrowed deeply to learn that
he had died.

This totally disabled army man, a
veteran of WW2, made his home here
for quite some time. Separated from
his wife many years ago, he had care-
fully and efficientl%l raised his only son,
Johnny, only to suffer the agony o
losing him in the wicked Vietnam war,

Johnny was a fine lad and a smart
boy. He had worked at times for the
Sun, visited the house, was always a
gentleman, quiet, polite, interesting,
and a good mathematician,

this community's first war casualty,
not a few wept over the news. When
his father died last week, a few more
got big lumps in their throats,

This is but a small part of the agony
and tears of mankind's wars, Recentl
Maj, Victor Colasuonno, a USAF pilot,
of Wichita, Kansas, lost his life in
Vietnam,

To a school where he had once said,
answering a query as to what is war:

"It is all the horrible things a human
being can do to another because he has
not learned to love.."

After his death, his answer was read
to the entire school where his four
children attend. Among things he said
war 1s not: "It is not a game which you
play and which I played as a child,
where you go home to a good supper
and a warm bed after it is all over",

"War is a time of tears when we
must overcome our sorrow for our
comrads and do what must be done, no
matter how difficult,

"It is the curse of man because he
will not listen to God's will, War is the
agony of man because he will not love
his neighbor.

"If man learns to love, there would
be no wars, for man does not hurt what
he loves".

It is 2000 years since Jesus said he
brought "a new commandment, that ye
love one another”, Will it take another
2000 years for all of us to learn this
simple idea?" -CI

VETERAN JOHN EDWARDS DIES

The father of Johnnie Edwards,
Alpine’s first war casualty in Oct, 1967,
John Edwards, died in his sleep in Tomb-
stone, Ariz., July 1.

The report was given the Sun by his
friend Louis Pick, who saw him only
the day before while en route home
from Dallas with his wife. Edwards, a
totally disabled veteran of WW2, suf-
fered from emphysema, had lived here
in one of the Pick apartments. He was
a native of Florida, where his family
lives, He has a young married daughter
with one child,

Funeral was in Tombstone where
burial followed, Pick was told by Ed
Schuboth, with whom he lived, also a
former Alpiner.

"When young Edwards was killed,
the father lost all interest in life" says
Pick, "and he said he just wanted to
die in his sleep, which he did".
