INCOME TAX CHANGES EXPLAINED 
Henry Block, head of H & R Block, 

America's largest tax service which 
does 5 , 300, 000 returns annually, has 
prepared some highlights on the up­
coming year's return which everyone 
earning $1000 of taxable income as a 
single, or $2000 for a couple, and for 
the head of a household, 1500, which 
do not draw the lOo/o surtax.
