Costo, a state highway engineer, is chairman of the Caliuilla tribe in the Southland. The first book, out soon, is 
"Textbooks and the American Indian", of 280 pages, done by 32 Indian schol­ars who evaluate some 350 textbooks about the natives used in schools.

DISPOSAL COSTS FORCED UP 
Alpine faces a sanitation problem, 

and now a similar one, for Beeson's 
Disposal Service, 228 Almyra Road in 
the canyon, has been forced to up its 
prices. As he says, "due to the new 
county ordinance which makes us up­
grade equipment, plus higher wages, 
overhead, etc., we are having to 
change our policy to better serve our 
customers. "
