At the Monday night meeting of the
Alpine Schools Citizens Committee,
researchers Dr, James M, Thrasher and
assistant Nicholas Mallek, declared in
a preliminary report that 4 classrooms
in everyday use are sub-standard, 2
are absolutely deficient, not including
the 2 classes on the stage, District
schools can expect a total of 1300 stud-
ents in 4 years, in grades kindergarten-
8. The remaining 19 classrooms are
rated minimal standard. Light, heating,
and ventilation are criteria for rating
classrooms.
