It will ruin it beyond
repair. The best thing for cleaning and
softening it is a good grade of saddle
soap, and the only really satisfactory
way to apply it is to work it in the
plaited rawhide with your bare hands,

A little hint is to do this outside in
the sun or where it is warm because it
just won't soak in when the temperature
is too low. Work up a good lather and
slide your hands up and down using a
little muscle for the heat of the friction
will open up the pores of the rawhide an
and let the glycerin in the soap pene-
trate.

You should do this three or four times
the first week you have some new raw-
hide gear and then after each use of the
equipment, By doing this you will keep
your saddle and bridle clean and soft
and it will last as long as you need it,
Rawhide can be quite roug¥1 on you and
the horse if it isn't taken care of and it
won't last if it is allowed to get hard
and dry. It will break fairly easy when
it gets brittle,

And don't forget that all leather
goods must have careful attention to
ensure adaptability under varying con-
ditions and to lengthen its life., Bad
effects are chiefly from water, oil,
grease, dirt, chemicals, even polish-
ing. And this applies to your tack,
shoes and other leather goods.
