Diego Zoo, director of edu­
cational activities at the San 
Diego Natural History Muse• 
um, Supervisor of nature study 
in San Diego rura 1 schools, as 
well as being owner of the 
Lakeside Nursery, and creator 
of Kissing Rocks Gardesn near 
Escondido. 

Mr. Gander expressed ap­
preciation for the attention 
which the children paid to his 
talk about the 50 different 
plants, rocks, animals, trees 
and birds seen on the walk.
