WILSON REPORTS

Sampling of public opinion is
a relatively new science of de-
termining which consumers are
predisposed toa particular prod=-
uct, and to a particular brand
of that project.

This interesting technique is
now used in variations, including
questionnaires to voters or con-
stituents as they may apply to
political issues,

A few of our members in the
Legislature are usingthis meth~
od to get the feel of the people
back home on controversial
matters that are pending in the
Legislature,

A good example of this type
of questionnaire is reflected in
a recent survey by a legislator
to constituents in his own dis-
trict, Itcontained 14 items
which represented some of the
controversial matters facing us
in this year’s session,

The survey was sent to 9,500
voters, selected atrandom from
the district, using the formula
of about 60 per cent o regis-
tered Democrats and 40 per
cent to Republicans,

One of the questions concerned
itself with capital punishment,
This subject has been brought
into debate again by the carry-
ing outof the first execution in
four years, And although an
initial bill to abolish the death
penalty was killed in the Sen-
ate, other bills are still in the
legislative process. Among
them is one to puta moratorium
on the death penalty until the
matter can be placed before

the voters for an expression of
approval of disapproval.

A 40 per cent reply was re-
ceived, which is unusually high
for this type or mail question-
aire, Of those replying, 72
per cent wantedtoretaincapital
punishment in California, feel-
ing our present law works in
their best interest,

At the same time 15 per cent
expressed a desire to abolish
capital punishment, and four
per cent were undecided,

One of ourveteran lawmakers
consistently, has sent out a
questionnaire to the newspaper
publishers in his home district
inviting them to run the ques-
tions in a prominent place in
their papers with a statement
urging the people to cut them
out and mail them back to the
newspaper to publish the ap-
swers, This method is extreme-
ly good and the editors had the
opportunity of publishing the
answers in latereditions of their
papers,

The fact that people reply to
such surveys, whether they be
by mail or through the local
newspapers, is a strong indica-
tion that the people are deeply
concerned over the problems
that are facing California,

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A Quiz for Teenagers:

When There Is Illness
In The Family,
Do You Help?

In the lives of many teenagers there is a time when the
family routine is disrupted by the illness of a parent, Sud-
denly the world falls apart and, the more severe the ill-
ness, the greater the problem. There are usually medical
bills to be paid and perhaps a lapse in an income. If this
happened to you, what would you do? Select A or B:
1. A. stay out of his way?

B. have a discussion with the doctor treating the
patient?
leave school or your work and come home?
try to live as normal a life as possible?
bring your friends in often to cheer your parents?
entertain quietly at home or make short visits to
your friends?

avoid discussions of the family’s financial status?
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tactfully find out and work or cut down on your ex.
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penditures if there are problems?
bring special foods for the patient?
encourage the sick one to follow the doctor’s diet?
stay out of the sickroom at all times?
find appropriate times to play games, discuss events,
or to watch TV with the patient?
follow the chores usually set for you?
cheerfully take on additional tasks?
use this as an opportunity to get some of the things
you want?
B. ask for as little as possible?
Desirable answers should all be B’s,

The greater your consideration when there is illness in
the family, the faster the patient will recover, You are a
member of your family group, and at such a time, can be
of very great assistance. Talk with the doctor and learn
the nature of the illness and what to expect. Find out about
the financial status of your family, if there seems to be
difficulties, and do what you can to help. There are com-
munity agencies which will aid if necessary. Above all,
relieve your family of additional worries by your own co-
operation and consideration,
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
